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This textbook is designed to help learers in studying the Revised Edition of the Standard Korean
Language Textbook (" 2t=0{ E& A 7HE T ), which was designed to support students to prepare for
the Korean Language Proficiency Test at their own home. This book comprises self study materials
developed especially for people in English-speaking countries in accordance with their local
language and socio-cultural environment so that they can learn Korean with interest and more easily.
For this reason, the first part of the textbook briefly summarizes the differences between Korean and
English.
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This textbook was also designed to serve as a reference book, considering that there may be no
Korean language institutes and no Korean language teachers where students live in their home
countries. In addition, taking into account an environment where there is not much opportunity to
practice Korean language, the textbook was made to function as a practice book, and it was also
designed to prepare students for EPS-TOPIK. Moreover, the structure of the textbook was designed
to act as a virtual teacher to guide learning. Especially, the explanations of key elements of Korean
grammar included in the ‘Master Hangeul, the Korean Alphabet’ unit and the fact that each lesson
was recorded in English are intended to help students’ understanding. In the appendix, a vocabulary
list and a table of the conjugations of verbs and adjectives was added for the convenience of
learners.
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In order to make it easier to understand the contents of the dialogues, we
added texts that explain the situation where the dialogue takes place in
advance. In order to help learners understand the text, we selected the
vocabulary items and expressions used in the text that we considered
necessary to explain and presented them in English with examples.
After reading the text, students are presented with questions to confirm
the material that they have leamed so that they can check their level of
understanding of the text themselves.
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The vocabulary in the textbook was rearranged in accordance with its

characteristics (similar meanings, synonyms, antonyms, etc.) with leaming
in mind and is presented with English translation. In addition to the

vocabulary exercises in the textbook, additional questions were included
when there was sufficient space.
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Grammar is presented in tables for better understanding. In order to
enhance the efficiency of self-studying, we provide contrasting information
on Korean and English. Each grammatical item is first presented with
example sentences, then compared with a similar grammatical item
that was already covered before. This makes it easier to understand the
differences between the two.
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In this textbook, learners can practice the vocabulary and grammar
exercises presented on the same page immediately after learning them.
We have presented the vocabulary exercises right after the presentation
of the vocabulary. Grammar exercises are also presented following the
presentation of the target grammar to improve the efficiency of learning.
After learning the grammar and vocabulary of each lesson, we have
provided additional exercises in order for students to internalize the
contents of the lessons and to present them with correct answers.
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In order to increase the efficiency of self-learning, we translated Korean
terms and sentences into English and made it possible for students
to judge the achievement of their learning by themselves through the
‘Checking Content’ (L{£ &Ql) activity. Also, if space allowed, we added
= ‘Quiz’ (F=) sections to the book to motivate learning and maintain
' students’ interest.
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In order to improve accuracy, information and cultural contents were ”“ M}
translated into English and are presented in the text. We also provide ST [ 3}
questions in the ‘Check Contents’ (L{& =?l) section to help learners
judge themselves whether or not they have understood the material.
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There are limitations when practicing pronunciation in the absence of a
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J teacher. Therefore, we provide support for learners to practice Korean
pronunciation by themselves through listening and reading along to
recordings of the text. A total of twenty-seven pronunciation items,
including vowels and consonants, as well as other Korean phonological

phenomena are covered in the textbook.
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By briefly describing the topics covered in the reading and listening
sections, we wanted to be sure that learners will not have any difficulty
in studying Korean by themselves, even if they have not yet reached i
a sufficient level of Korean language ability. We tried to improve the B —
efficiency of study by presenting the listening script in both Korean and -
English, as well as providing the correct answers.
